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1.0   Introduction 

Solport Park was transferred to the Village as 
part of Phase 7 of the Coal Valley Estates 
subdivision. 

In October 2020, the Village sought input from 
the community on their ideas for Solport Park.  
Planning staff developed an on-line survey that 
was posted on the Village’s website, mailed a 
notice to surrounding neighbourhoods, and 
hosted two pop-up events in the form of an 
information table, on October 14 and 15, at the 
entrance to the Park. 

The Village received over 110 survey responses 
and about 30 residents dropped in on each of 
the pop-up events.  The pop-up events engaged 
residents through conversations and asked 
them to place post-it notes with suggestions 
and ideas for the park on an aerial photograph 
of the park, and/or draw their ideas.  Children 
took up the drawing challenge most readily – 
the Village received 12 drawings from children and one from a parent.  The drawings, post-it 
notes and written comments are attached to this report. 

The active participation by the community confirm that there is great interest in Solport Park. 

2.0   Participant Profile 

The Village received input from a broad range of people.  Seventy-nine percent of survey 
respondents live within a five minute walk from the park, 18 percent live within a 10 minute 
walk and three percent live further away.  Fifty-five percent are in a household with small 
children, 15 percent expect to have children within the next five years and seven percent have 
children visit their home.  Eighteen percent do not have children.  Three respondents (three  
percent) noted under “other” that they have teenagers, an option that was not provided in the 
survey. 

Most of the people who visited the pop-up events appeared to be from the surrounding 
neighbourhood.  Many of them were young parents with children.  A few older adults also 
participated.  In addition, the pop-up event attracted several children who were out playing and 
riding their bikes, scooters or skateboards at the end of Solport Road. 

Following is a summary of what Village staff learned from the consultations. 
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3.0   Consultation Results 

3.1   Trail improvements 

Survey:  Fifty-four percent of survey respondents want to see an improvement to the steep trail 
through the park down to Penrith. Fifty percent want to see a short loop trail.  Thirty-eight 
percent want the main trail to Windermere widened and accessible to strollers and 
wheelchairs. 

Pop-up events:  Participants emphasized the importance of having trails accommodate both 
bikes and walkers (either multi-use or parallel).  Some also wanted to see a short loop or the 
main trail through the park made accessible for people with mobility issues. 

3.2    Access Point from Solport 

Survey: Fifty-two percent of survey respondents want to see an obvious trail head but only 25 
percent want to see the mailboxes moved to accommodate a more generous park entrance 
from Solport Avenue.  Forty percent like it the way it is. 

Pop-up events:  Improvements to the park entrance were not specifically mentioned during the 
pop-up events. 

3.3    Open Space for Park Amenities 

Forty-one percent of survey respondents don’t want to see any clearing in the park.  Twenty-
seven percent want to see an area at the top cleared to make room for park amenities.  Only 20 
percent want a larger area cleared. 

In the open-ended question, residents emphasized the importance of leaving the park forested 
but thinned/fire- smarted. 

Pop-up events:  The support for retaining the forest was echoed in some of the sticky note 
comments received on the aerial photograph (Attachment 1 – Sticky Note Comments).  
However, at the same time, there was considerable interest in a play area in the northwest 
corner of the park.  Many of the children’s drawings show play features (Attachment 2 – 
Children’s Drawings). 

3.4    Types of Park Amenities 

Survey:  Residents were asked to rank possible amenities.  There is quite a spread of survey 
responses with no strong preference for one particular amenity.  The top ranked amenities are 
a short loop trail in the park and provision of doggy bags and a dog waste bin.  Those priorities 
are followed by playground features for toddlers, park benches, a short loop trail for small kids 
to ride their bikes and a garbage bin (Attachment 3 – Survey Data, question 4). 
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Many other ideas were mentioned in the “other” responses in the survey including a skate 
board/scooter park, mountain bike skills area, pump track for small children, natural 
playground features, climbing structure for kids, small dog park, zip line, water fountain, and 
bike wash station.  See Appendix 3 – Survey Data for responses under “other”. 

Pop-up events:  During the pop-up consultation, suggestions ranged from a pump track and 
playground features such as slides, swings and tunnels.  A number of residents commented that 
the playground should look natural.  

Many of the drawings submitted show trees being retained and any features being surrounded 
by trees (Appendix 2 – Children’s Drawings). 

To the neighbours, tree retention around the perimeter of the park is also very important.   

The comments and children’s drawings, received at the pop-up events, identify the following  
park improvements: 

• Retain as much forest vegetation as possible/Keep it natural 

• Multi-use paths 

• Improve accessibility 

• Maintain and improve connections 

o Stairs to Penrith 

• Infrastructure for young children 

o Natural playground 

o Pump track  

o Swing set 

• No additional parking (keep it a neighbourhood park) 

• Dog waste bag receptacle and garbage can. 

3.5    Forest Management 

Survey: A majority, 63 percent, support the Village engaging a professional forester to make 
recommendations for managing the forest for better tree health and growth. 

Comments emphasize the importance of keeping as much of the natural forest as possible but 
thinning it based on professional advice. 

Pop-up events:  Forest management was not explored at the information table in front of 
Solport Park.  However, tree retention was an important theme in the comments and on the 
drawings (see 3.3 and 3.4 above). 
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3.6    Priorities for Park Improvement 

Survey: The survey asked respondents to rank different types of improvements to help the 
Village budget and phase improvements over several years. 

The top priority overall is improvements to the trail network (40 percent), followed by putting 
in park amenities (26 percent) and forest management (23 percent).  An improvement to park 
access was low on the list with 10 percent of respondents choosing that option.  Still lower on 
the list is creating open space (3 percent).  Four percent do not want any improvements to the 
park. 

The pop-up event did not ask participants to rank their desired amenities in order of priority. 

4.0  Summary 

The input received from the public points to the following preferences and priorities for park 
improvements: 

1. Improvements to the trail network,  
2. Putting in park amenities; and  
3. Forest management.  

Specific improvements to the trail system include a multi-use pathway connection through the 
park, stairs or an accessible trail to connect to the Penrith Avenue extension, and a loop trail in 
the upper area of the park. 

A priority for park amenities is infrastructure for small children.  Suggestions that came up 
frequently were a natural playground, a pump track and a swing set.   

Smaller items desired are provision of doggy bags, a dog waste bin and a garbage can. 

5.0  Next Steps 

In order to retain the health of the forest, a short term priority for Village Parks and Recreation 
is some initial thinning of the densely spaced trees in the park.  This will be followed by trail 
improvements.  A detailed park design will be developed in the latter part of 2022 with park 
improvements to proceed in future years as Council-approved budgets allow.
